tions, community action groups, local watershed groups, or faith-based organizations. 

 
 Environmental Education and Outdoor Education Organizations Section:  

Educators, administrators and other staff who work for an organization that has environmental and 
outdoor education as its primary mission such as an EE center, nature center, park, camp, resident 
outdoor education center, zoo, museum, arboretum, or historical site; may bring their education pro-
grams to schools and other settings; typically non-profit organizations. 

 
 Government Agency Section: Staff and administrators from local, state and federal government 

agencies who have environment-related education, training and outreach as one of their objectives 
such as county soil and water conservation districts, city health departments, planning commissions, 
solid waste districts, municipal groups.   

 
 Higher Education Section: Students, faculty and administrators from colleges and universities offer-

ing associate, bachelor, Master’s and Ph.D. degrees; includes programs in teacher education and 
environment-related education, training and outreach as well as environmental literacy courses as 
part of general education requirements.   

 

 Research Section: People who conduct research in environment-related education, training and out-
reach and environmental sciences and those interested in applying the results of such research.    

 
 Preschool, Elementary and Secondary Education Section: Teachers, curriculum supervisors, ad-

ministrators and other staff who work for early childhood, elementary, and secondary public and private 
schools, before and after-school programs as well as parents who home-school their children.

GOVERNMENT:  Twenty-two state government agencies and eight federal 
agencies within Ohio have responsibilities related to the environment or  
environmental education. These agencies make up the Ohio Interagency 
Council on Environmental Education (OICEE), established as part of the  
implementation of Ohio EE 2000: A Strategic Plan for Environmental  
Education in Ohio.   
 
 
IN BUSINESS AND INDUSTRY:  Business and industry play an important 
role in environmental education. Many businesses provide EE programs 
through field trips for students, classroom visits, teacher workshops, or by 
providing financial support for education. As members of the regulated com-
munity, business and industry have an interest in quality environmental train-
ing and education for their employees.  
 
 
IN COMMUNITIES:   Environmental Education happens in local communities 
throughout Ohio in parks, zoos, museums, nature and environmental  
education centers, soil and water conservation districts, government  
agencies, business and industry, environmental organizations, and other 
community-based groups.

For over 25 years, Ken Bowald has been involved in various forms of Outdoor/
Environmental Education and Interpretation, and was at the OCOEA conference when 
the name EECO was born!  Upon graduating from Ohio University, Ken worked at 
YMCA Storer Camps as an Outdoor Educator, then moved to direct OE programs in 
Upstate New York and Western Michigan. After completing a Master's degree from 
Northern Illinois University, Ken returned to Ohio in 1993.  He became the Historical 
Interpreter for Cleveland Metroparks, and introduced "Dr.Dumpster" to about 15,000 
school children. For the past 13 years, Ken has been a Professor and Coordinator of 
Natural and Historical Interpretation at Hocking College, and recently assumed the po-
sition of Associate Dean of the School of Natural Resources.  Having spent most of his 
career introducing other people's children to the wonders of being in the woods,  he 
now spends much of that energy motivating his own kids to overcome "nature deficit 
disorder", and training new environmental educators to take up this worthy cause. 

 

Join Dr. Barbara Wolfe as she speaks about where EE is going in the future.  In the 
context of Conservation Medicine, learn about Ohio-based projects that incorporate a 
better understanding of relationships between the environment, wild animals and us. 
 
Dr. Wolfe earned a Bachelors of Science in Molecular Genetics from the University of 
California, Davis and a D.V.M. and Ph.D. in Veterinary Physiology from Texas A & M 
University.   She  completed postdoctoral research and clinical residency at the 
Smithsonian’s  National Zoo, and served as  a clinical veterinarian for the North Caro-
lina Zoological Park prior to her arrival at the Wilds .  In addition to her current post at 
the Wilds, Dr. Wolfe holds adjunct faculty positions at The Ohio State University Col-
lege of Veterinary Medicine, Muskingum University and North Carolina State Univer-
sity College of Veterinary Medicine.  Dr. Wolfe is a diplomat of the American College 
of Zoological Medicine, is the Chairman of the Editorial Board for the Journal of Zoo 
and Wildlife Medicine, and is  Veterinary Advisor to the AZA’s Antelope Taxon Advi-
sory Group.  Her primary research interests are in reproductive and stress physiology 
and wildlife health and she has authored over 40 articles and book chapters.

THURSDAY ENVIRONMENTAL FORUMS 

F – 1   Amish Culture Tour  Cost $75 
 
Participants will meet in Holmes County at Behalt, the Amish and Mennonite Heritage Center. 
Begin this experience by contemplating an impressive 265’ x 10’ mural during an interpretive 
tour that reveals the history of the Amish and Mennonites. Then board a mini tour bus and travel 
with a local and knowledgeable guide enjoying a scenic back road tour of this unique area while 
learning about the Amish culture. Participants will experience area homesteads and businesses 
with behind the scenes tours of a local furniture builder, an Amish broom maker and other cot-
tage industries. Lunch will be at an Amish homestead where we’ll enjoy a hearty home-cooked 
meal complete with fresh baked bread and pies. At the end of our journey we’ll return to Behalt 
and join a panel discussion on how Amish and Mennonite communities fit into the environmental 
education framework. 
 

F - 2   Agriculture in SE Ohio   Cost $35 
Dickenson Cattle Company and Mott Family Farm 
 
Visit two family farms with very different focuses.  The Dickinson Cattle Company, Inc., a family-
owned corporation, is a serious place for Texas Longhorn marketing and promotion.  The four  
siblings that operate the farm have over 1100 head of Texas Longhorn.  View some of these  
impressive creatures as well as BueLingo and African Watusi cattle herds during the interpretive 
Longhorn Ranch Tour.  Find out more about the east coast one-stop-cattle-shopping-center, then 
travel to another family farm that focuses on local food systems.  The Mott Family Farm, is a 
small farm that specializes in diversified vegetable crops (mostly heirloom varieties), stone fruit 
and berries.  Experience how they put their belief in sustainable practices and renewable energy 
resources into action in their personal lives as well as on the farm. Learn how they currently run a 
45-member CSA, participate in multiple farmers markets, and sell to restaurants in Columbus who 
are part of the Local Matters network.  Join a panel discussion back at Salt Fork Lodge to discuss 
how agriculture continues to shape SE Ohio and environmental education.

T - 1  Guernsey Soil and Water’s Moore Memorial Woods  8:30 am - noon    
Cost $15 
 
Explore misconceptions about forest management as we visit naturally managed and intensively 
managed woodlands at the S&W’s Conservation Camp site.  Discover how forest management is 
a relevant EE tool guided by lessons learned from tree growth data, clearcutting, and for better or 
worse, technology. 

T - 2   Deerassic Park    9:00 am - noon  Cost $15 
 
The Deerassic Park Education Center is home to a herd of Ohio’s state mammal, the spectacular 
whitetail deer.  Visit the deer enclosure for an up-close opportunity to observe and appreciate this 
magnificent animal in its natural habit.  Learn about hands-on educational opportunities including 
“The Outside is In!” program, as well as how archery reconnects children to nature.

T- 3  Kennedy Stone House    1:00 pm - 4:00 pm  Cost $15 
 
All along the foothills of the Appalachians, native sandstone lies barely hidden just below the 
earth. While exploring in Salt Fork State Park you can discover where it occasionally juts up 
through the earth's surface in the form of great cliffs, ledges and cave-like rock shelves.  Experi-
ence how Scotch-Irish settlers influenced early American architecture as exhibited by this treas-
ured stone home.  Contemplate the great effort and craftsmanship required to construct the Ken-
nedy Stone House, fruit cellar and summer kitchen.  This trip includes a 2 mile roundtrip hike to 
reach the stone house. 
 

T - 4  Salt Fork State Park Driving Tour  1:00 pm - 4:00 pm  Cost $10 
 
The state park’s unofficial historian recently retired, but not before sharing his Salt Fork driving 
tour with us.  Take a self-guided leisurely tour along the many roads and take a drive back in 
time, before the Salt Fork Lake existed.

W ‐ 1 Project WOW         9:00 am - 4:00 pm 
 
WOW was created with the goal of increasing public understanding of wetlands. Over 50 hands-
on activities help better understand wetlands and what they do for our natural environment. WOW 
has been called “the most valuable introduction to wetlands issues and definitions” by the North 
American Association for Environmental Education (NAAEE). 
 
 

W - 2 Community Based Conservation  9:00 am -  3:00 pm 
 
Why do we invest our time and resources into environmental education? Traditionally,  
practitioners base environmental education goals, methodology, and implementation on the sig-
nificant life experience research and sense of wonder models. While these methods are effective 
in reaching long term goals of creating the next generation of environmentally aware citizenry, a 
new approach- community based conservation, is changing the way we look at environmental 
education.  This workshop will demonstrate a case study for using environmental education as a 
strategy to reach measurable conservation outcomes by reducing threats to priority species and 
landscapes.

Participants will engage in creating their own Earth story in which they trace their connection to the Earth 
from their childhood until now.  After representing their story visually in the mode of their choice,  the shar-
ing of stories will demonstrate that the impact of their connections with the Earth is part of who they are 
and contributes to their well-being.  Information will be shared about the research of Michael Cohen and 
Project Nature Connect for over 30 years which supports the idea that when we engage in nature-
connecting activities, we are able to reestablish our sense of well-being and balance.  When individuals 
take on this practice and share it with others, the results can impact not only ones personal health, but 
also the health of the society and planet.
